• Actors take the words from a book and bring the 
story to life. We use drama as the medium for people 
to see, hear, and feel a story.

What is a Genre?

• A style of film, book, or 
music.  It shows 
characteristics that are 
similar in form, style, and 
subject matter.



How Can You Identify Genres?

• Most genres are linked with emotions. 

• Few genres are linked with a period in time

• A story about love and 
tragedy.  

• Some sad moments 

• Some Happy moments 

• Emotions of happiness, 
sadness, anxiousness. 

• The genre would be 
considered a Drama.



Identifying A Genre

• A story about fear and evil. 

• Many scary moments 

• Emotions of scared, 
sadness, surprise. 

• The genre would be 
considered a Horror.



Identifying A Genre

• A story about heroes and 
villains. 

• Many exciting moments 

• Emotions of excitement, 
surprise, anxiety, 
happiness, sadness, 
courage, 

• The genre would be 
considered an Action/
Science Fiction.
